The following table lists the results of student evaluations of courses that I taught during the period of 1995-1998, a four-year period after I joined the faculty at the University of Houston. These course evaluation summaries offer one view of what I think is a reasonable profile of my teaching abilities. 

Please note: I received the College of Education Teaching Excellence Award in 2000.

The scaled data from 1-5 uses a mean rating of 3.0, for most positive, to 15.0, least positive. Items 16 and 17 use a scale where “1” indicates exceptionally high.

New Course Designs

 The Language and Culture Exchange Project: Study Abroad and Service Learning 

      The courses listed below were offered in the summer of 1997 as part of a project called the University of Houston/Yucatán Language and Culture Exchange in Tetiz, México, 30 miles outside of Mérida. These were re-designed to emphasize an anthropological perspective, which combined with objectives from the field of education created a field school in which students spent five weeks in a rural community in Yucatán, teaching grade school children and conducting ethnographies in their community. The emphasis was also on using technology to enhance the project’s goals such as using computers, digital and 35mm cameras, video, scanners, etc. to create meaningful teaching/learning texts.  The primary teaching focus for the children of Tetiz was on English for enrichment purposes while our University students learned Maya and/or improved their Spanish language skills.

New Field-based, Collaborative Component in the Undergraduate Bilingual Education Program  

· University/School Partnerships. To help our undergraduate, pre-service students acquire insight into theory and practice in their practicum I developed a university/school partnership or collaborative component with several area schools. Using a professional development school model we have thus far developed partnerships with six elementary schools in the Houston ISD, all of which have a majority of Hispanic, language minority students. 

· Active Student Participation. In our partnership arrangement, our undergraduate bilingual education majors complete a practicum in one of our partner schools that’s equivalent to half of one of the four required courses under their specialization. The undergraduates serve as both student observer and teacher assistant by helping the teachers and students in different ways. Usually, about a fourth of the students decide to extend their practicum period by serving as volunteer tutors for students in their elementary schools. Students are also enrolled in a companion course that provides instructor/student interaction opportunities to discuss relevant experiences in the schools as well raise some pertinent issues.

· The Engaging Role of the University Instructor. As developer and coordinator of this component, I work with the schools in different capacities. In one school I volunteer as an ESL teacher for parents and as a member of their Technical Team to improve the curriculum. In the same school my graduate students conduct research for their term paper. I visit each school as many times as possible to gain familiarity with the curriculum and to offer my assistance whenever appropriate. 

· Electronic Forum Facilitates Discussions. An important feature of the practicum is the technology component. We use an electronic forum, called eClassroom, whereby the undergraduate students post their observations/reflections based on their field experiences in the elementary schools. I provide the questions that students address on a weekly basis, of all which ask students to focus on specific aspects of the school or classroom curriculum that deal with language and culture factors. Another technology assignment requires students to develop a Power Point or Digital Story presentation as part of their final portfolio performance, describing yet, critiquing, their experiences in their schools.

Use of Technologies in Teaching and Learning

· Web-based course designs. I have developed a web-based component for all of my graduate level courses and to some extent, my undergraduate courses, to enhance the delivery of face-to-face instruction in several ways. My ‘Home Page’ has three categories of course-relevant materials:

a. Readings – This page contains the articles that are required readings for my graduate level courses. These are in PDF file format that students may download them. Each article has complete reference information and is password-protected.

b. Lecture Notes – This page contains all of my lectures in Power Point formats and some in manuscript formats so that students may access the lecture information at any time, however, this page is also password-protected.

c. Links – This page contains the contents in PDF format of all of the volumes of Discovering Our Experiences Journal and the Cuéntame una fábula, volumes one and two.

· WebCT courses for undergraduate courses.  Undergraduate students enrolled in two of the core courses in their bilingual education specialization have full access to all of the materials and information related to the courses that I have designed. This includes the syllabus, hand-outs, schedules, etc. The WebCT system allows me to include any pertinent information on an on-going basis, such as announcements and grades. The WebCT course materials are revised and used every semester that they are offered.
· Electronic forum for Practicum/Field Experiences. I use this technology tool (called eClassroom) for the purpose of creating an electronic space for undergraduates to report or reflect upon their practicum experiences in the undergraduate course that I teach on the bilingual education curriculum. The students post their responses to seven questions related to their observations/field experiences and all members of the class have access to this information. We use the student responses to discuss in class the theory and practice in the bilingual education curriculum. This tool has also facilitated the collection of data, which I use in my research on the Bilingual Education Self-Study.
· Web maintenance for the Bilingual Education Student Organization page. As faculty sponsor for the student organization, the Bilingual Education Student Organization or BESO, I maintain the organization’s web page and have incorporated it into our Bilingual Education Program. I upload course and program information related to the mission of BESO, such as our work with the partner schools, the Language and Culture Exchange Project, community outreach activities, as well as program and related information.
